MERLOT Faculty Development Community Worksite

Technical Requirements

To use the worksite created for the MERLOT Faculty Development Community, your Internet browser must be Netscape 4.0 or newer, or Internet Explorer 4.0 or newer.  Your browser must have cookies turned on and JavaScript enabled. 

Requesting Access to your Worksite:

To use the worksite created for the MERLOT Faculty Development Community, each participant must first register with UM.WorkTools.  Access to the worksite can only be provided after registration is complete.  

To register for UM.WorkTools, please follow the steps below:
1) Go to http://worktools.si.umich.edu/.  Near the center of your screen there is an option: 
I'm new to Worktools and I want to register or take a tour 

2) Please click on “register.”

3) Fill out the information requested and click on “Submit Request”.  Be sure to write down your username and password for reference.  The best username to use is your first initial and last name.  For example, jsmith for John Smith.  You can select any password (that you will remember).  

To request access to the Faculty Development worksite:

1) Once you have registered with UM.WorkTools, email your full name (e.g., John Smith) and username (e.g., jsmith - not your password) to the MERLOT worksite administrator at mel@merlot.org.  Please mention “Faculty Development” in the email subject.

2) Once you have been provided access, the MERLOT worksite administrator will email you confirmation.  At that time, you may log in and begin using the worksite.  

Logging in to the MERLOT Faculty Development Community worksite

1) Go to the following site.  Bookmark it for future reference.

2) Click on Please log in.  Once you have been provided access, you can log in.

3) Enter your username (usually your first initial and last name, e.g., jsmith) and Password.  This will take you to the home page of the MERLOT Faculty Development Community worksite.
